The whole family is 
involved in shuffleboard, playing in leagues and tournaments.  Chuck 
and Darlene are very proud grandparents and they are hopeful that 
their grandson Cody will also play shuffleboard in the future. 

Darlene has earned the Ladies’ Doubles trophy 6 times over her years 
of competing.  She won this event 3 times with Diana Madsen as her 
partner. 

In 1991, competing in the 
Ladies’ Doubles at the 
Canadians in Victoria, BC, 
Darlene and Diana went 
undefeated in the double 
round robin (12-0) and were 
victorious in the newly 
introduced playoffs.  They 
were also undefeated in 
their Provincial Playdowns.

She is a very tough competitor.  She has accomplished 9 Canadian 
Championships, with 6 Ladies’ Doubles, 2 Singles and a Mixed 
Doubles to her credit.
